From that moment, | knew | had to be the one to
record her. No one else could do for her voice that | could. Musically, we were built
for each other.

While Kyle McAllister was a brutal person for Raychel to forge an alliance, | believe that
Ken Kincaid is a far more dangerous person. That is not to say that | believe he
murdered Raychel. | don't feel that he has the fortitude to do anything for himself.
